Submissions must include:
1. Title page with title of lesson/project, *name of school, school address,  name of classroom teacher, grade level, name of Technology Integration Coordinator, and principal’s signature. 

*School information should only appear on the title page and NOT anywhere else in the application.
2. Brief narrative (not to exceed 150 words) describing your technology integration project including project goals.

3. Standards addressed 
4. Project objectives – must be student-centered; outline what students are to know and understand as a result of this project   

5. Enabling Outcomes – this is the action plan – 1) outline what skills students are expected to successfully perform in order to master the objectives; 2) procedure 
6. Assessment – describe what means of assessment was used; if possible, include a sample of a student’s work
