TIPS TO BE SUCCESSFUL
30 Seconds in an Elevator: You have only 30 seconds in an elevator with a new family.  What do you say to them to “sell” Holy Trinity or convince them they made the right choice?  Is it the academics, small community, Gospel values, or lasting friendships?  Is it the personal moment you’ve had when you experienced something positive as a new parent or something interesting that happened to your child(ren)?  Have a story to share.
HTS is the Only School that Meets Their Needs:  Holy Trinity School is transforming lives, both students and families.  We have personal contact and students are not just a number; the principal and secretary know every child.  You can’t find this anywhere else.

Welcome and Check-in Phone Calls:  A phone call prior to the start of school can ease a lot of concerns and anxiety for new families.  Check-in calls throughout the year can help them remain connected.  Invites to events make them feel welcome – let them know you will be at the event and will find them.  Introduce them to other families.
